Webinar Description

U.S. federal Cost Principles for Nonprofit Organizations contained in Office of Management and Budget (OMB) Circular A-122 provide the rules that almost all NGOs/nonprofit organizations must follow to determine which costs they can charge to their federal grants and contracts, which ones they cannot, and how the costs must be documented. Financial management and grants and contracts staff members obviously need a good working knowledge of these cost principles.  Program managers and other technical and operations staff need to be sufficiently aware of how the principles work to avoid creating problems when they implement U.S. federal awards and incur costs doing so. 
This Webinar provides a solid overview of the key policies of OMB Circular A-122 to help assure that programmatic and other staff members know how to answer the question—“Can we charge this to our federal award?” This webinar is relevant if you work for a nonprofit organization and are involved in implementing projects that are funded by the US Government. OMB Circular A-122 covers 52 items of cost including such topics as compensation for personal services, equipment, travel, and other cost items that are typically incurred in the implementation of federal awards.
